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Phase I: Use and Trends Summary Report

Introduction

Feasibility Study Purpose

The Santa Clara County Parks and Recreation Department (County Parks) is
undertaking an Equestrian Stables Location Feasibility Study (Feasibility Study) to
examine the feasibility of providing an equestrian stabling facility near Calero County
Park in San Jose or other high equestrian trail use areas in the Santa Clara County
Parks system. The Feasibility Study is intended to address the public demand for
equestrian stabling and associated equestrian activities in Santa Clara County, as noted
in the 2003 Strategic Plan for the Santa Clara County Parks and Recreation System,
and reflects County Parks’ interest to continue to accommodate equestrian use in its
park system.

Use and Trends Summary Report Purpose

This report summarizes the first phase of the Feasibility Study, which is to examine the
current stabling facility at Calero Ranch Stables, evaluate current and future trends and
needs for equestrians in Santa Clara County, and to research current practices and
future trends in other regional park systems in the San Francisco Bay Area. Based on
the information gathered from this phase of the project, future phases will establish a
design program for a future equestrian stabling facility, and evaluate alternative locations
on public parklands where such a facility may be located. Financial analysis of potential
revenue structures will be deferred until a feasible site can be identified.

Project Background

County Parks is responsible for the management of 28 parks, constituting about 45,000
acres of parkland. The parks are located throughout Santa Clara County and represent
a diversity of natural habitat. County Parks serve approximately 2 million residents as
well as out-of-county visitors. Santa Clara County Parks offer many recreational
opportunities that are unique and diverse, as well as regional resources including trails
for hiking, jogging, horseback riding, and mountain biking, and many other outdoor
activities.

County Parks and the Parks and Recreation Commission completed a Strategic Plan for
the Santa Clara County Parks and Recreation System, which was approved by the
Board of Supervisors in August 2003. As part of the Strategic Plan, County Parks
recognized that, while not in high demand in terms of total population use, the continuing
need for equestrian access, stabling, and associated facilities ranked among other
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leisure activities that were strongly supported and viewed as part of the heritage of
Santa Clara County.*

The Santa Clara County regional parks system provides a wide variety of trail
opportunities for equestrian users. To date, over ninety-three miles of trails are open to
equestrians in 11 parks, representing over 60% of the trails provided by County Parks.
However, there is only one public boarding operation located on parkland. It is located
at Calero County Park in southern San Jose. The land on which the stables are located
is owned by the Santa Clara Valley Water District, and leased to County Parks. The
stables are operated under a lease agreement between County Parks and Calero Ranch
Stables, an independent operator. The lease will terminate on November 1, 2010.
Concerns about existing and potential future water quality requirements for the adjacent
Calero Reservoir have resulted in the decision not to renew the lease.

The County’s regional parks system contains a number of parks with established
equestrian use, including Santa Teresa County Park, Almaden-Quicksilver County Park,
Calero County Park, Coyote Lake-Harvey Bear Ranch County Park, Mt. Madonna
County Park, Ed Levin County Park, Joseph D. Grant Ranch County Park and others. It
is possible that a number of possible sites within these parks may support an equestrian
stabling operation and provide an alternative to the current stable location at Calero
County Park. A Feasibility Study to establish site criteria and evaluate potential sites
was initiated in October 2008.

Process to Compile Use and Trends Data

In order to provide County Parks with the use and trends data for the first phase of the
Feasibility Study, the following steps have been taken thus far:

1. Collection of background data and resources: review and summary of information
about Calero Ranch Stables, Santa Clara Parks Department user surveys, Park
trend reports for California, and other similar feasibility studies that have been
conducted in the past. (See Appendix A.)

2. Meeting with current lessee: on-site interview and facilities tour with Calero
Ranch Stables management to get a better understanding of the current facilities
(property size, boarding options, arenas, buildings, etc.) and programs offered,
critical economic factors, and current and future demographics of the facility.
(See Appendix B.)

3. User survey: questionnaire was developed and conducted to gather information
from current equestrians on boarding facility preferences, location, siting, price,
trail accessibility, programs offered, and other uses and trends in equestrian

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recreation. The majority of respondents (over 600) used the online format for
submitting responses, and a handful used the paper version. (See Appendix C.)

4. Public agency survey: web-based research and telephone surveys were
conducted with a handful of other agencies, to obtain additional background on
how other agencies structure their equestrian programs and offerings, and what
they see as current and future equestrian trends. (See Appendix D.)

5. Community meeting to review preliminary survey results: Over 150 community
members gathered at a community meeting hosted by County Parks in January
2009 to hear the preliminary results of the survey, which were available in paper
format at the meeting, to offer additional input on equestrian use and trends,
express concerns, and offer suggestions for the next steps of the project. All
comments from attendees, as well as those who submitted written comments,
have been summarized and are included. (See Appendix E.)

Current Operation at Calero Ranch Stables

Calero Ranch Stables is located 10 minutes from Highway 101 in southern San Jose,
California. The 62-acre facility has a large array of boarding options for approximately 100
horses, including stalls, pens, or pasture. There are turnout areas for the horses, three
open arenas, one covered arena, and several large pastures. Other facilities include a hay
barn and several smaller barns for materials, a clubhouse, pool, concrete area for farriers
and vets, tack storage areas, and trailer parking areas. The use of a historic house on-site
is included in the lease agreement. It provides housing for stables staff and a 24-hour/day
presence for security. Programs offered at Calero include lessons and a therapeutic riding
program, (both offered by trainers separate from the lessee), summer camp, 4-H programs,
and guided trail rides. Approximately 25 additional horses are on-site in the summer for
these programs.

A recent interview with the lessee and their staff and a site tour of the facility brought to light
the synergy of management, programs, facilities and location that has developed at Calero
Ranch Stables over the years. For example, the therapeutic riding programs for the
disabled are able to take advantage of facilities and infrastructure already in place, as well
as the inherent support of the lessee for the program. But the fact that the therapeutic riding
program exists at Calero Ranch Stables brings a broader spectrum of the community to the
facility than might otherwise occur, supporting the other Stables programs, such as lessons
and trail riding. Those day-use programs, in turn, help support the boarding programs in a
variety of ways, and vice versa. Any or all of the programs may or ma not be successful if
offered independently from one another, either because of economic or pragmatic reasons.
Even the location of the site, which provides direct access to the trails with Calero County
Park, a convenient distance from some local suburban areas, brings added benefit to both
the boarding and rental elements of the facility.
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Summary of Findings from User Survey and Community Meeting

Initial public outreach for the project began in October 2008, with general advertising
beginning in early November. The Survey was available online for seven weeks, ending
January 10, 2009. On January 28, 2009, County Parks hosted a meeting to share the
preliminary results of the survey. The meeting was well attended and a wide range of
additional comments was received, reflecting the diversity of the local equestrian
community. A summary of the major findings include:

Survey as Snapshot: Based on comments received at the community meeting
and evaluation of general equestrian trends, the survey was a fairly accurate
reflection of general demographics and use patterns of a large percent of current
eqguestrian interest in Santa Clara County.

Boarding Basics: People are looking for a quality basic boarding facility, with at
least one arena large enough for multiple riders for training as well as events,
and ideally should include pasture boarding if space permits.

Essential Considerations: Equestrian riding is essentially a “lifestyle”, not
necessarily tied to economic status. Quality of care, price, and proximity to one’s
horse are the most important criteria for choosing a boarding facility.

Spanning the Demographic: While those who responded to the survey indicate
that equestrians are middle-aged or older, this does not mean that equestrian
use will decline in the future. Based upon additional comments, it seems that
many who ride now were introduced to riding when younger. They have returned
to equestrian activities because they have more time/resources to devote to their
interest and pass on skills to new riders. Programs for younger riders are thus
seen as still very important.

Changing Landscape: The general perception is that equestrian opportunities
have decreased in the County, even though numbers and miles of public trails
have increased. This is most likely due to the fact that opportunities for stabling
and introductory riding have decreased, due to closure of both public and private
boarding facilities, limited locations for horse rental and other beginning services
close to urban areas, and reduction of casual riding opportunities in rural areas
as agricultural use recedes in the County.

Close yet Remote: Most respondents indicated that they lived within 20 minutes
of their current boarding arrangements. Most expressed satisfaction with these
and did not plan to seek boarding outside the County. However, many regretted
the loss of facilities in/near what are now heavily urban areas in the County.
When considering potential new sites, County Parks may have to consider long-
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range growth patterns and areas likely to continue to urbanize in the County.
Given the desire for equestrians to live near their stabling facility, a new facility
that is located a far distance from Calero may not serve the existing Calero
stabling population. Rather, a new facility may serve other equestrian
populations within the County that, again due to distance, are not currently
served by Calero Ranch Stables.

7. Small vs. Big: Santa Clara County contains some rather geographically distinct
equestrian communities due to the County’s size, geography, and development
patterns. A number of smaller sites at multiple locations may meet a wider range
of user needs, rather than one single new boarding facility. However, there may
be economies of scale that would make long-term management of multiple
smaller facilities economically unfeasible. As noted in the Calero Ranch Stables
model, there is a synergy to multiple programs and facilities being offered at one
location.

8. Expanded Day Use: People are interested in opportunities for a wider range of
eqguestrian experiences in parks, including enclosed areas/arenas for drop-in
use, more challenging guided rides, destination rides, trails for cart/carriage
driving and equestrian camping. In addition to exploring potential sites for
boarding, County Parks may wish to consider a day use facility, for arena use,
summer camp, and rentals.

9. Sharing Access: Access to trails and staging areas is important. However,
sharing trails with bicyclists is a problem with many riders. Shared trails may
impact the popularity of the facility, so this should be taken into account when
evaluating potential locations. At the same time, shared trail use was identified
as a priority in the 2003 Parks Strategic Plan and will continue to be incorporated
in County Parks. Perhaps more can be done in terms of educating both
equestrians and bicyclists on how to share trails through outreach, improved
signage, and enforcement of rules. Training programs have been successful in
raising awareness for both bicyclists and equestrians on shared trail use in other
jurisdictions.

Public Agency Survey Summary of Findings

Using web-based research and telephone surveys, an evaluation of current and future
trends at other large public park agencies within the greater San Francisco Bay Area
was conducted. All agencies evaluated provide equestrian trails. Most provide boarding
facilities through lease of agency lands/facilities to an independent operator. The
Livermore Area Recreation and Parks District directly operates an equestrian day-use
center. Each agency contacted has a distinct approach to equestrian services, reflecting
their mission, history, and local concerns. While not all agency representatives
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contacted were able to respond to all questions regarding operation of their facilities, a
number of preliminary findings were made:

1. Pressure to keep facilities: Almost every agency is experiencing some public
pressure to continue equestrian operations as part of their services as other
equestrian recreation options in an area become more limited.

2. Site Appropriateness: Concerns have been raised about the continuing site
appropriateness of some facilities, based upon a variety of factors, including
resource management, remoteness, unsafe roadway access, and changing local
patterns that impact economy of scale. Most facilities with this type of concern
were already established on-site when an agency acquired the property.

3. Water Quality Concerns: Closely related to site appropriateness, some agencies
have facilities which could of concern in the future due to proximity to sensitive
stream habitats and other water quality issues. Better adherence to established
horse keeping practices and implementation of better manure management may
mitigate some of these concerns.

4. Long Term Maintenance and Funding: All agencies identified the growing need to
address deferred maintenance at equestrian facilities and the limited prospects for
capital improvement funding for modernization of aging facilities.

5. Connectivity and access: Increasing demand for connectivity/closing gaps
between major trail alignments and/or public lands. Increasing demand for more
or larger equestrian access/staging areas so as to allow more convenient access
to trails and safer areas to stage from.

6. Equestrian Camping: Closely related to trail connectivity and access, some
agencies have identified the desire for more equestrian camping along major trail
routes.

Feasibility Study Next Steps

1. Equestrian Facility Basic Program: information gathered from the first phase will
be used to develop a basic design program of what facilities and infrastructure
would be necessary and desirable for a potential future facility, with approximate
size allocations for program elements. Objective and qualitative site criteria will
then be established to evaluate potential sites.

2. Complete Public Agency Surveys: Complete compilation of current practices and
future trends information with additional public agencies in the area.
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3. Site Evaluations: potential sites will be evaluated based on their ability to
accommodate the basic design program and ability to meet a reasonable number
of the established site evaluation criteria. The design program may also need to
be refined based on actual site conditions and environmental constraints.

4. Conduct Community Meeting: Present to the community, in a public meeting
forum, a summary of the site evaluations conducted so as to solicit input on what
sites to consider further and how to refine program needs in light of any potential
site constraints identified.

5. Conceptual Site Designs: Conceptual site designs and construction cost
estimates will be developed for selected sites with the greatest potential following
initial site evaluation.

6. Conduct Community Meeting: Present conceptual site designs to solicit input
and feedback

7. Presentation to Parks and Recreation Commission: Present a Draft of the
Equestrian Stables Location Feasibility Study Report, including findings and
recommendations for the Commission’s review and acceptance.
