Medications

Senate Bill 798* 2005 Created Health & Safety Codes 150200-150207 to

1. Authorize a county to establish a drug
repository and distribution program

2. Establish distribution of medications
from county owned or contracted
pharmacies.

Senate Bill 13292 2012 Amended Health & Safety Codes 150200-150205 to

1. Add several licensed health care facilities
to donate medications

2. Include distribution to county contracted
primary care clinics.

Assembly Bill 10693 2015 Propose changes to Health & Safety Code:

Currently in process 1. Expand authorized transfers of donated
medications between approved pharmacies.
2. Authorize medication to be maintained in
new, properly labeled containers.
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
